Upgrading the front tweeters

First, remove tb tweeters from the dashboard. It may be easier to remove the side panels of the
dashboard and get under the tweeters to push them out rather than hacking away at the top of the
dashboard. The side panels are covered up as you close the doors, you gaargetgers behind

them and unscrew a little bolt at the bottom of the panel, then flick the rotating tab that holds them
in - and they should come ouwfter giving them a shove downwards. Do it once and you'll get the
techniquerequired.

With the tweeter including housing and grill removed you should have this:

Remove the standartiveeter by twisting it anticlockwise off

From here you have to remove the ghil carefully lifting the tabs around the side with a
screwdriver. Take your time and d@bend them out too much.



Remove the grill, and the black cloth underneath it (and save these for later). You should be left with
this:
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You can see in this pige that the cross support that sits in front of the stock tweeteas been
broken You should be abl®treak and remove this with your hands.

After this step- it now depends on the size of tweeter you want to install as to how much work you
need to do. The following pigres show a 0.75" MB Quart teéer being installed, although it is
possibleto install aone inchtweeter inthe space providedthisisa lot harder andve wouldn®
recommend going for the 1" if you have the choic&(# lot harder to get righ}.

In order for the 0.75" tweeter to fityou have tamodify the plastic housing by enlarging it mostly at
the bottom edge Work slowly, offering up the tweeter mmting (the tweeter doesf@have to be in

its mounting- the mounting should come with the tweeter kit so you can perform an install like this
check pitures later on to see the MB Quart tweeter mounting) to the hole to see wigeteneedto
grind off the platic. Usethe drill to startremoving a majority of the plastic, and uthe files to make
smaller adjustments to get the shape just right. Be careful if using the drill, use safety fpecs
plastic is soft and will grind down easilyo workslowly and dor®take too much off. The tweeter
mountingshouldsit nicely in the hole when finished, atabk something like this:

Not too much nedification to do on the 0.75" tweeter then. The 1" tweeter needhole from
nearly the edge of the housing to the air veahd isvery tricky to get it right.

From hererefit the grill without the cloth material.

Pin the grille down with the tabs and novRitime to get to work with the drill again. You defely

need to use the safg specs now, as small bits of metal will be flying around as you go through the
grill. Make a hole through the centre of where the tweeter will sit, and work around this hole so the
grill meets the edges of the plastic housing underneath (use the pladtcunderneath as a guide

as to where you need to grind the grilBlternatively, sharp scissors or aalirwire cutter can be

used.

After you are happy with the hole in the grill, and the tweeter mounting sits nice and snug in the
hole - you can again remove the grill. @arlly attach the black cloth material to the grill (with 2
incisions where the tweeter will sit (criss cross), so you can take the wires through it and the tweeter
won®@be blocked by it) , and then 1&tach the whole assembly. Pin the grill back dowritsitabs,

making sure you get it down flush with the plastic. You can now mount the tweeter in its mount, and
use the supplied fittings to make the mounted tweeter fit tight to your custom grill/mount. The MB
Quart kit is easy to use and comes with all fixings you could imagine



Here's how the back should look before using the tweeter mount fixing to secure the assembly
together:
